« Midyear Reports are automatically sent by February 1 to all applicable schools that are listed in Common App.
Midyear Reports include a transcript with fall semester grades. Reminder: UC/CSU schools do not accept any
counselor documentation or transcripts at this time unless they are specifically requested by the college.

» Check your college admission portals and email regularly for updates; if a college tells you that documents are

missing, please see your counselor.

» Colleges can rescind their offer of admission if your final transcripts do not match what you reported in your
application, if you do not meet their minimum requirements, or if your senior year grades are not similar to those you

have earned in previous semesters.

o You MUST notify all colleges that you are applying to if there are any changes to the senior year courses that you
reported on your applications or if you earn a D or F grade in any senior year course.
